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Boston Massacre


Clearly, the shooting and killing of several colonists in a mob labeled the “Boston Massacre” was caused by the Americans themselves. The Americans provoked the British soldiers into firing. Some of the 50-100 colonists threw snowballs, coal, and chunks of ice at the soldiers, while the whole crowd taunted with the words “Fire, you dare not fire! Why don’t you fire?”. Someone from the mob threw a wooden club that hit a British soldier, who, in self-defense and anger, rose up and shot Crispus Attucks. This act eventually had all of the British firing into the mob of colonists, and they continued until their capton ordered them to stop.
