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Script Outline

I. A scientist in a white lab suit walks from his table to a chemical rack.

A. He finds that there is only one test tube left of the chemical he needs and asks a nearby scientist if there is any more of it in stock.

B. The second scientist leaves the room to check for more of the chemical.

C. The first scientist picks up the one remaining tube of the chemical on the rack.

II. The scientist walks back to his table.
A. He begins to pour the chemical into a beaker or similar glass container.

B. A noise in the background sounds (door opening/closing?) and startles him, causing him to drop the tube before any has been poured.

C. The chemical drops and breaks/pours out in another filled tube.
III. The chemical reaction takes the scientist to another world.

A. The world he arrives in has an abundance of the chemical the scientist needs.

B. He captures some in a container/grabs some (if it’s already contained) and is suddenly sent back to the laboratory.
C. He pours the newly attained chemical into the beaker or glass container without fault or error.

D. He brings the brown liquid filled container to a coffee maker; pours it into and starts the machine.
