1. Display all rows in the countrylanguage table where English is a language

SELECT * FROM countrylanguage

WHERE Language = 'English'
2. Display all the countries in the countries table starting with the letter U.
SELECT * FROM country

WHERE Name LIKE 'u%'
3. Display all the languages (no repeats) in the countryCode (countrylanguage??) table
SELECT DISTINCT Language FROM countrylanguage
4. Display the city name and population for only those cities having population greater than 5 million
SELECT Name,Population FROM city

WHERE Population > 5000000
5. Display the city name and population for only those cities having population greater than 5 million and a name beginning with the letter S.

SELECT Name,Population FROM city

WHERE Population > 5000000

AND Name LIKE 's%'
6. Display the city name and population for all cities sorted in ascending order by population.

SELECT Name,Population FROM city

ORDER BY Population
7. Display the Country names and life expectancies of those countries having a life expectancy between 30 and 45 years.(I’m guessing that between means >= and <= rather than > and <)
SELECT Name,LifeExpectancy FROM country

WHERE LifeExpectancy >= 30

AND LifeExpectancy <= 45
8. Display the unique types of government forms
SELECT DISTINCT GovernmentForm FROM country
9. Display the country names for those countries having a “Federal Republic”

SELECT Name FROM country

WHERE GovernmentForm = 'Federal Republic'
10. Count the number of countries whose life expectancies is greater than 80.

SELECT COUNT(*) FROM country

WHERE LifeExpectancy > 80
11. Find the total World Population (at least according to the data present in this database)

SELECT SUM(Population) FROM country
