I am writing to convey my oppositions to the ability of any pregnant woman in the United States to carry out an abortion any time she wishes. As abortion rights are still under the scrutiny of federal lawmakers, I wish to explain why I oppose abortion under most circumstances.
The execution of an abortion, regardless of whether or not other people agree, is the equivalent of murdering an infant. For this reason must abortion be avoided at all costs. The actions of those who have the potential to become pregnant are their own responsibility, and therefore if a woman becomes pregnant, she needs to face the consequences of her decision. Should she desire to have no child of her own, the infant could then be presented to other families for adoption soon after birth. I do, however, believe that two exceptions should be made to the inability of a woman to have a lawful abortion: if the pregnancy is proven a result of rape, or, if the birth of the child will almost certainly cause the mother to die. In only such cases would an abortion be acceptable by law.
It is apparent to me that lawmakers must endure a difficult process in having their voice heard. Conversely, it is crucial that a mind capable of changing the world for the better not be terminated before it has a chance to develop. For this reason do I encourage you to have these ideas regarding abortion rights heard in the Senate and elsewhere within the National Government.
