1. Create the HelloWorld Program similar to what we did in class (also similar to the book). You must: 
a. horizontally center the 2 buttons and the label
b. center your label’s text and enlarge the font size
c. code the buttons’ sub procedures correctly
d. make sure the program runs via Start in the center of your computer screen
e. Make sure the buttons and label are named correctly

f. replace my name with yours in the form’s title bar
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2. Explore: Modify the Hello World program by

a. Changing the “Hello World” message to “Hello Your Name” <w/o the quotes>

b. Changing the font property of the hello message to a different color

c. Adding a third button called Good-bye in between Greeting and Exit. Clicking the button will give the message “Good-bye Your Name”. Use the Same label to display this message.
d. Adding a 4th button called Clear that will make the text in the label a blank

3. Explore: 

a. If you have not done so, finish your calculator interface. Then insert code so that when you press one of the digit buttons (0 – 9), that number will show up in the calculator’s window. The clear button will reset the window to 0.
b. How can you clear the window when ‘C’ is pressed?
