	Helpful Web Sites



Students, this will give you a break from the book tutorials. Part 1 of this assignment will allow you to experiment with Dreamweaver in formatting a Web page. This page will be helpful to you this semester. Part II asks you to visit the links and answer questions. Throughout the semester, feel free to add other sites you find helpful. There is a video in the HelpfulWebSites folder named HelpfulWebSites.htm that can help you. I did not put any sound with it, but you can always use the slider at the bottom (you may need to scroll down a bit) to fast forward to the parts you need.
Part I – Creating your own formatted helpful Web site page
1. Copy the HelpfulWebSites folder from O:\VanGorp\WebDesign\Assignments to M:\WebDesign
2. Go to Start > All Programs > Macromedia > Macromedia Dreamweaver 8 and open “HelpfulSitesUnformatted.html”
3. Choose File > Save As from the menu and save the page as HelpfulSites.html.
4. Select Design View

5. Modify the Page properties. Click OK when finished
a. Change Text Color to a dark color other than black

b. Change Background Color to a light color other than white

c. Change the Title to Helpful Web Sites
6. View your page by pressing F12 or choosing File > Preview in Browser from the menu.

7. Change only those lines stated in a-h below into a level 2 heading. You can do this by highlighting the line and Choosing Heading 2 from the Format drop down list in the Properties panel at the bottom
a. Color

b. Color Themes

c. Free Web Site Tools

d. Web Statistics

e. Does this Browser/Version Support this Tag, Attribute, or CSS feature?

f. Free Images/Photos (not under copyright protection). If using for commercial use, check the terms
g. Clip Art (Use only sparingly/creatively for Web!)
h. Good Dreamweaver Help Sites
8. For the remaining lines of text under each heading,
a. Highlight the lines of text

b. Click the unordered list bullets icon in the Properties panel

9. Set up the links.  For each bulleted line,

a. Highlight and cut the URL

b. Highlight the remaining non-parenthesized text on the line

c. Paste the URL into the link drop down list box in the Properties panel

10. Checking the page
a. Click on each link to verify that they are not broken and point to the correct sites. (Later we will see how to automatically verify that links are not broken)

b. Validate the page by checking for errors. From the Macromedia menu bar at the top of the page, choose File > Check Page > Validate Markup

i. There will like show an error for a quotation mark found between tags. Fix this by going to the code view and replace the “ with what Dreamweaver tells you.

b. What does clicking copy the body tag link on the lower right allow one to do? (Note: We will be modifying a style instead of a body tag in this class)

a. See the paragraph on the top. In general, with the color schemes they offer, what is considered the Web page background color? 
What about the text color?

b. Scroll down somewhat. How many pages of color schemes does this site offer? (Take a few moments to browse through the schemes.)

5. Siteprocentral
a. Experiment dragging the box with cross hair to the left or the right. How many different colors are displayed on the lower right?
b. If one wanted to see matching colors with a “contrast”ing scheme, what scheme from the Scheme dropdown list should be chosen?
