• Adobe Photoshop Album 2.0 or Elements 3.0 or later recommended for importing photos and collections from Adobe Photoshop Album or Elements to iPod photo. 

Note: Adobe Photoshop Album 1.0 and 2.0 SE do not support importing collections. You can still use them to transfer all your photos.

• iTunes 4.7 or later (included on the CD). Note: iTunes 4.6 and earlier is not supported and may cause songs to not play on iPod photo.

• Update:  If you choose Update, the software on your iPod is updated with the new version of software. Songs and other data on iPod are not affected. If your iPod already has up-to-date software, the Update choice is not available.

• Restore:  If you choose Restore, the entire contents of iPod are erased, all iPod settings are reset, and new software is installed. 

WARNING: Choosing Restore erases all of the music, photos and other data on

iPod.

Using iPod Updater 2004-11-15

To install and open the iPod Updater:

1. Open iPodsetup.exe  on the iPod CD or from the web download.

2. Connect your iPod to your computer.

3. Run Updater 2004-11-15  from Start\All Programs\iPod\iPod Updater 2004-11-15

4. When iPod Updater  opens,  click Update or Restore.
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
