Rules of Translating English to Aulton:


All double letters (such as ll, ss, etc.) are replaced with a single letter surrounded with brackets (Ex: hello = `e[~]o). Any symbols (shift + a number key) or numbers are surrounded in parenthesis to disconfirm their belonging to the Aulton alphabet. (Ex: 5 = (5)). Uppercase letters, even vowels, in Aulton are preceded by {^} (Ex: Hi = `{^}i). All vowels in Aulton are lowercase. Note that the English row is sounds. So in a case such as s sounding like z, as it does in plural words, you use the Aulton symbol for z but surround it with <> to indicate that it represents a different letter than default. Y is the only non-vowel without a place in the alphabet. A lowercase x is substituted for y, as y is a variable of both consonants and vowels.
