Each person that visits the site is greeted by a beautiful masthead at the top of the page. The individually stored dots of a bitmap can cause the file to be much larger than a compressed image. The picture, put under lossless compression, kept all detail and quality.

More Important Terms & Phrases





Mosaic creates an effect much like zooming in very close to any given computer image. The glowing circles look like light bulbs, as is the desired effect. Add a ripple to make it appear as if the image is on the surface of a river or pool of water. Marquees are much like the selection box you can use on your desktop, but can however come in different shapes. Blend modes give you more ways to combine two different images other than simply changing the opacity of layers or cutting and pasting small sections. No one could read the text on the banner anymore, it had been skewed far too much. The colors of the picture looked brilliant after the saturation was increased. Without the color cast, this picture wouldn’t work with the theme of the website at all. The defocused foreground effect was achieved by feathering the entire foreground. The reason you can no longer read the fine print at the bottom, is because he used lossy compression to make the file smaller.

Different Graphics Examples


Royalty Free Images, such as trademarked photos, only have to be purchased once to be used repeatedly by the purchaser. Any artwork consisting of two colors, such as a map on old, yellowed paper would be considered a duotone image. Nike’s company logo is a good example of a vector graphic, which is drawn with paths that don’t lose quality when made larger. Times New Roman is a type of serif font. Fonts like Century Gothic (this font) are sans serif fonts.


Possible Phrases


The leading of the lines on this page is too small; the text needs to fill more space vertically. Kearning, if too small or big, can make it hard to read the text and possibly cause the letters to overlap. Send them a small thumbnail first so that they can decide whether or not they want the full-sized image. Render the graphic before you send it, because some people don’t have the appropriate software needed to open it otherwise. Put a bit of noise on the image to make it appear as if on a television channel with bad reception.





Graphic Design Terms





Basic Abbreviations


The PPI, or Pixels Per Inch, specifies the resolution of the monitor. LPI is the Lines Per Inch on a monitor or other input device. JPEG, a file format for full color and black-and-white graphic images, is very commonly used. GIF images which display up to 256 colors are the most commonly used graphic format on the internet. DPI, or Dots Per Inch, specifies the resolution of an output device, such as a printer. 


Restated Definitions of Terms


The man in the image had a green outline, or traced outer edge. The colors in the gradient are dithered, and look pixilated and dotty up close. The beveled letters on the graphics appear raised because of the highlights and shadows applied to them. Text like this is a good example of anti-aliasing; the edges are smoothed out and appear straight. Lower resolution monitors cause aliasing to occur for images they can not represent fully, and so the images appear jagged.
