Huck goes to find a doctor in the village. The doctor was an old and very kind looking man. Huck, as many times before, makes up a story about who he is and why he needs the doctor. The doctor seemed slightly skeptical, but does agree to help Huck. Huck goes to sleep, and awakens to find that it is already around noon. He looks for the doctor, who has already departed for the island that Jim and Tom were on, and as he begins to leave he runs into his supposed “Uncle” Silas. Huck makes up yet another story as to where he has been. They go to the post office to look for “Sid” (who was actually Tom) but do not find him, as Huck lied about where he was. Because of this, Silas takes Huck to “their” home to wait for Tom there. The women at the house – his supposed “Aunt” Sally and many other farmers’ wives – were ranting about a seemingly large-scale slave breakout that took place without anyone knowing or finding out until it was all done and over with. Eventually they get onto the subject of how Huck and Tom got out of the house during it. Huck leaves to take a long walk at this time, and stays out until all of the guests have left the house. He “explains” things to Aunt Sally and tells her the story that he told Uncle Silas of their absence. As she puts Huck to bed, she tells of how she is extremely worried about “Sid”, and explains that she trusts “Tom” (who was actually Huck) not to run away that night before leaving him alone.
Important Quote:  “And then when I went up to bed she come up with me and fetched her candle, and tucked me in, and mothered me so good I felt mean, and like I couldn’t look her in the face;”

He is in stage four of moral development in this chapter, or conformity to authority to avoid censure and guilt. Mainly in this chapter, this stage is shown very strongly when Aunt Sally tells Huck that she trusts him not to run away by not taking any precautions, and treats him very well. Huck is very unrest at this because he hates to disappoint and worry her when she has done nothing bad to him.
