Water Project Report

We are testing water for how acidic or basic it is. My water came from the laundry room sink in my house. It is not treated, and is city water.

pH Test


First, we did the pH test. I filled my bag with water up to a line marked C. Then I added the pH tablet to my water. After a few seconds, my water turned to a turquoise-ish color. This means that it is partly basic. After blowing on it for two minutes, it turned a yellow color, or neutral.


To measure the water type, we use the numbers on the pH scale. These numbers are: 1-6 = Acidic; 7 = Neutral; 8-12 = Basic. If the water is acidic, it slowly deteriorates, or eats away, water pipes. If it is basic, it creates a pipe-clogging substance called scale, which obviously clogs the water pipes up. If the water is neutral, it is pure and has no taste or minerals, and does not affect pipes in any way.
Chlorine Test


The next test we performed was the chlorine test. I once again filled my bag up with water to the line marked with a letter C. Then, I added the chlorine test tablet to my water. After a few seconds, my water turned to a light pink color. This means that it has does not have a lot of chlorine in it. Chlorine definitely does not come naturally in water, but because it is from the city, the water plants put chlorine in the water. They put the chlorine in water because it helps keep bacteria out of the water, but if to much chlorine gets in water, it is bad for you.
Iron Test


The third test we did was the iron test. When it began, I filled my bag up with my water to the line marked “C”. Then, I added the iron test tablet to my water. After a couple seconds, my water turned to a pinkish-purple color. This means that I do not have very much iron in my water. Iron comes natural in water, so because it is not treated, there is most likely no way it would not have had any iron in it. It is good that the iron is in it, though, because our bodies need iron.
Copper Test


The next water test we performed was the copper test. In the beginning I filled my bag up with my water to the C line. After that, I added the copper test tablet. After a couple of seconds, my water turned a brownish-orange color. This means that I have very little copper in my water. Copper does not come naturally, but because my water is from the city, it may have picked some copper up from the pipes it runs through.
Hardness Test


The very last test we did was the hardness test. This time, I filled the bag up to the line marked with an upper-case A. After that, I added the hardness test tablet. Within a few seconds after adding the tablet, my water turned a bluish-purple color. This means that my water was mostly soft. When water is soft, stuff like soap can lather more. When it is hard, soap and similar things don’t lather very well.
Conclusion


Over all, my water is partly basic; it has a low amount of iron, and a low amount of copper, so it will not stain any surface. My water is also mostly soft, and has little chlorine. With all of this information, I believe that I can state that my water is, maybe not the healthiest, but very healthy, lathering water.
