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Declaration of Independence


The Declaration of Independence says that these truths are to be obvious: All men are created equal and are born with rights that cannot be taken away by anyone or anything. Among these rights are life, freedom to live, and freedom to live in whatever way makes us happy without affecting the rights of others. A nationwide ruling establishing that the biblical Ten Commandments cannot be displayed in a public area has been recently made as result of a court case in Alabama. An option or solution in place of this rule is to for people who are offended by the Ten Commandments to ignore them. I am not a Jew, but if I see a Jewish menorah around Christmas, I am not offended and I do not make a big case out of it; it is an example of our freedom of religion. It is right for me to abolish any ties with this ruling against the Ten Commandments because it inhibits my freedom of religion. It also theoretically inhibits my freedom of speech, because I cannot openly discuss the Ten Commandments in a public government building or school.
