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	In the 15th century, printing and the invention of the printing press began to revolutionize the spread of knowledge. Printing increased the quantity of books, helped eliminate errors, furnished scholars identical texts to print with, and turned academic effort into a collaborative activity rather than a solitary one. This allowed more information to be spread not only after, but during a printing session too.
