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	The churches did not allow money lending and charging interest on borrowed money, but the people of the Renaissance came to realize that these were necessary for trade, commerce, and manufacturing. Banks grew in number and wealth, performing loans and changes from one currency to another. Without these abilities, trade could not go on between different countries. The wealth of Florence and Venice and their flourishing businesses were due to their banking systems.
